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FOREWORD

The Westchester County Department of Health (WCDH) plays a leading role in promoting health,
preventing disease, and prolonging meaningful life for Westchester County residents. WCDH
monitors and controls the spread of communicable diseases, monitors and regulates air and water
quality, enforces the state and local sanitary code, promotes local public health activities, and assures

the availability of community health services.

To comply with New York State Public Health Law, WCDH has collaborated with local hospitals and
other community health partners to complete a Community Health Assessment (CHA), which
describes the current health status of Westchester County residents, identifies existing gaps and
health care barriers, assesses the availability and accessibility of health care services, and specifies
public health priorities in the county. In addition, a Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP)
has been crafted to lay out the specific objectives, goals, and actions of the Health Department which

address the public health priorities identified in the Community Health Assessment.

Supplementing the Westchester County Community Health Assessment (CHA) and Community
Health Improvement Plan (CHIP), 2014-2017, six additional data reports are compiled to provide

detailed data addressing specific areas relevant to the county’s public health. These reports are:

Overall, black men were more likely to be diagnosed with, and to die from, cancer than white
men.

Black women had a lower incidence rate for all combined cancers than white women.
However, black women had a higher overall cancer mortality rate than white women.

Hispanic men and women had lower overall cancer incidence and mortality rates than non-
Hispanic men and women.



Cancer Incidence by Sex

The average annual incidence rate of all invasive malignant cancers was 574.8 per 100,000 among
men, and 459.1 per 100,000 among women. During 2005-2009, the cancer incidence rate was

significantly higher among men than women. (Figure 3)

Prostate cancer was the most commonly diagnosed cancer in men, accounting for almost a third of all
male cancer cases. Lung cancer was the second most common cancer among men, closely followed
by colorectal cancer, and urinary bladder cancer. (Figure 4)

Breast cancer was the most commonly diagnosed cancer in women, accounting for almost 30% of
female cancer cases. Lung cancer was the second most common cancer, followed by colorectal and
uterus cancer.

Cancer Incidence by Sex, Race, and Ethnicity

Males

Between 2005 and 2009, cancers of the prostate, lung, and colon were the most commonly diagnosed

cancers for men in every racial/ethnic group. (Figure 5)

Black males had a significantly higher incidence rate for all invasive malignant tumors than white

males, with 671.8 cases compared to 578.0 cases per 100,000 populations.

Compared to white males, black males also had significantly higher incidence rates of prostate cancer
(272.8 vs. 163.6 cases per 100,000), Multiple Myeloma (18.3 vs. 8.2 per 100,000), and
liver/intrahepatic bile duct cancer (20.8 vs. 9.4 per 100,000).

However, cancer incidence rates were lower among black males than among white males in some

specific cancer sites: melanoma of the skin, urinary bladder, and Non-Hodgkin Lymphomas.

Hispanic men had a significantly lower incidence rate for all malignant cancers (508.3 per 100,000)

compared to non-Hispanic men (584.1 per 100,000). (Figure 5)

Females

Between 2005 and 2009, cancers of the breast, lung, and colon had the highest rates of incidence

among women in every racial/ethnic group. (Figure 6)

The overall cancer incidence rate was significantly higher among white women than among black
women (495.7 per 100,000 vs. 410.3 per 100,000, respectively). White women had significantly
higher incidence rates compared to blacks for several cancer sites including: melanoma of the skin,

breast, thyroid, and Non-Hodgkin lymphomas.

However, black women had significantly higher incidence rates of stomach cancer, cervical cancer,

and multiple myeloma.

Compared to non-Hispanic women, Hispanic women had a significantly lower incidence rate for all
combined cancers (333.8 vs. 473.8 per 100,000); as well as for lung and bronchus cancer, breast
cancer, uterine cancer, and thyroid cancer. Hispanic women, however, had a significantly higher

incidence rate of cervical cancer compared to non-Hispanic women. (Figure 6)

Males

For all malignant cancers diagnosed in men between 2005 and 2009, there were no significant
differences among the Health Planning Regions (HPR) and the average rate for the County as a

whole. (Figure 7)

The average incidence rate of lung and bronchus cancer was significantly lower in the West Central
HPR (53.3 per 100,000) than the County average (63.9 per 100,000 men). (Figure 8)

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The highest incidence rate of prostate cancer in Westchester County was in the Southeast HPR (195.3
per 100,000), which was also significantly higher than the county average (174.3 per 100,000). The
incidence rate of prostate cancer in Southwest HPR was significantly lower (156.1 per 100,000) than

the county average. (Figure 9)

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Females

Among females, those residing in the Northeast had the highest average annual incidence rate for all
invasive malignant tumors (488.5 per 100,000 women), significantly higher than the county average
(459.1 per 100,000 women). (Figure 14)

Women living in the Southwest HPR had the lowest total cancer incidence rate (428.6 per 100,000),

significantly lower than the county average.

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Women residing in the West Central HPR had a significantly lower rate of colorectal cancer
diagnoses between 2005 and 2009 compared to the County as a whole (33.0 vs. 40.3 per 100,000).

In contrast, the incidence rate of colorectal cancer among women in the Southeast HPR was

significantly higher than the County average (47.0 vs. 40.3 per 100,000).

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Among females residing in the Southwest HPR, the incidence rate of breast cancer was significantly

lower than that of the County as a whole (117.6 vs. 138.8 per 100,000). (Figure 17)

The incidence rate of breast cancer was signifcantly higher among females residing in the Northeast

HPR (156.9 per 100,000 women) compared to the County average.

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Cancer Incidence in Westchester County Compared with New York State

Males

For all malignant cancers combined, men in Westchester County had a lower average annual
incidence rate (574.8 per 100,000) than that of New York State only when excluding New York City
(613.8 per 100,000). This also held true for white men in Westchester County, for whom incidence
rates of all malignant cancers were significantly lower than that of New York State excluding New
York City (574.8 vs. 613.8 per 100,000). (Figure 21)

In contrast, the average annual incidence rate of all invasive tumors among black males in
Westchester County (671.8 per 100,000) was significantly higher only than that of black men in New
York State as a whole (including New York City) (603.1 per 100,000).

The average annual incidence rate of lung and bronchus cancer, the second most commonly
diagnosed cancer among males, was significantly lower among men residing in Westchester County
(63.9 per 100,000 men) when compared to both New York State as a whole (77.1 per 100,000 men)
and New York State excluding New York City (84.3 per 100,000 men).

Similarly, the incidence rate of lung and bronchus cancer among the white males living in
Westchester County was significantly lower than that of white males living in New York State both
including (65.1 vs. 78.9 per 100,000 white men) and excluding New York City (84.8 per 100,000
white men). There was no significant difference among the rates of lung and bronchus cancer

diagnosed in black men.

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The Hispanic male population in Westchester County had a significantly higher rate of total
malignant tumors compared to New York State excluding New York City (508.3 vs. 456.5 per
100,000). There was no significant difference between Westchester County’s average incidence rate

and that of New York State as a whole (including New York City). (Figure 22)

The incidence rate of prostate cancer among Westchester County’s Hispanic men was significantly
higher than the incidence rate among Hispanic men in both New York State including, and New

York State excluding, New York City (177.9 vs. 149.6 and 144.1 per 100,000, respectively).
There was no significant difference in the incidence rates of lung and bronchus cancer between

Hispanic men residing in Westchester County and those residing in New York State, both including

and excluding New York City.

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Females

Compared to New York State as a whole (including New York City), women in Westchester County
had a significantly higher rate of all malignant cancers (459.1 vs. 442.7 per 100,000 women).
However, when New York City is excluded, women in Westchester County had a significantly lower
rate of all malignant cancers than the New York State average (459.1 vs. 473.4 per 100,000 women).
(Figure 23)

The incidence rate of total malignant cancers among white women living in Westchester County was
significantly higher than that of white women living in New York State both including and excluding
New York City. Among black women, those living in Westchester County had a significantly higher

rate of total cancers compared to those living in New York State as a whole.

White women in Westchester County had a significantly higher incidence of breast cancer compared

to the average rate of white women in New York State, both including and excluding New York City.

The incidence rate of lung and bronchus cancer was significantly lower among women living in
Westchester County than among women living in New York State excluding New York City. There
was no significant difference in rates between women living in Westchester County and those living
in New York State as a whole. This was also true for white women living in Westchester County.
However, the opposite was true for black women. Black women living in Westchester County had a
significantly higher rate of lung cancer than black women living in New York State as a whole.
There was no significant difference in rates between black women residing in Westchester County

and those residing in New York State excluding New York City.

Overall, cancer incidence rates have been increasing in Westchester County and New York State

(including and excluding New York City), for both men and women. (Figure 25)

In the last three decades, the average annual incidence rate for all invasive malignant tumors among

males and females in Westchester County has increased by 21.6 % and 21.5 %, respectively.
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The incidence rate of lung and bronchus cancer has declined for men living in Westchester County
by 27.1%, from 87.6 per 100,000 in 1976-1981 to 63.9 per 100,000 during 2005-2009. However, the
rate has increased for women by 71.4%, from 30.8 per 100,000 in 1976-1981 to 52.8 per 100,000 in
2005-2009. (Figure 26)

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The average annual incidence rate of colorectal cancer has declined for both men and women.
Among Westchester County males, the incidence rate has declined by 37%, from 80.2 per 100,000 in
1976-1979 to 50.5 per 100,000 in 2005-2009. (Figure 27)

Among Westchester County females, the incidence rate of colorectal cancer has declined by 31.7%
since 1976-1979, from 59.0 per 100,000 in 1976-1979 to 40.3 per 100,000 in 2005-2009.

Among women living in Westchester County, the incidence rate for cancers of the liver, pancreas,
corpus uterus, urinary bladder, kidney and renal pelvis, brain and other nervous system, thyroid,
Hodgkin lymphomas, Non-Hodgkin lymphomas, multiple myeloma and leukemia have increase since
the 1976-1979 time period, but decreased for cancers of oral cavity and pharynx, esophagus, stomach,

larynx, cervix uteri and ovary.
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Estimated Cancer Prevalence

Prevalence refers to new and pre-existing cases living at a particular point in time, in contrast to
incidence which reflects new cases diagnosed during a given time period. For this reason, prevalence
is a function of both the incidence and survival of a disease. Cancer prevalence, therefore, refers to
the number of people who have been diagnosed with cancer and who are still alive. These could be
either people who are currently living with cancer or people whose cancer is in remission (meaning,
their cancer had been successfully treated, and while they are now living free of the disease, the
possibility of the cancer returning remains). Cancer prevalence is a statistic of interest because it

identifies the burden the disease places on the population and on the health care system.

As of January 2012, the National Cancer Institute (NCI) estimated that there are 13.7 million cancer
survivors in the United States, which represents approximately 4% of the population. Approximately
15% of the 13.7 million estimated cancer survivors were diagnosed 20 or more years ago. About 59%

of survivors are currently 65 years of age and older.!

It is estimated that 65% of adult survivors will be alive in five years. Among children, over 77% of
childhood cancer survivors will be alive after 10 years. The most common cancer survivors are those
with female breast cancer (22%), prostate cancer (20%), colorectal cancer (9%), and gynecologic

cancers (8%).

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As of January 1, 2009, there were an estimated 44,540 cancer survivors in Westchester County.
Among these, an estimated 9,200 (21%) had been diagnosed with breast cancer, 9,200 (21%) had been
diagnosed with prostate cancer, 3,990 (9%) had survived a diagnoses of colorectal cancer, and 1,400

(3%) were survivors of lung cancer. (Figure 31)

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Between 2005 and 2009, breast cancer comprised an average of 15% of all newly diagnosed cases of
cancer. However, breast cancer survivors made up 21% of all people ever diagnosed with cancer.
This indicates a higher survival rate for breast cancer cases and the importance of regular screenings

and early diagnosis. (Figure 32)

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Cancer Screening

The American Cancer Society recommends women aged 20 to 39 years undergo a clinical breast exam
every 3 years, and annual exams for women aged 40 and over. It also recommends a yearly

mammogram for women starting at age 40 and continuing for as long as a woman is in good health.

Cervical cancer screenings are recommended for young women beginning at age 21. Women
between ages 21 and 29 should have a Pap test every 3 years. Women between the ages of 30 and 65
should have a Pap test and an HPV test every 5 years. A woman who has been vaccinated against

HPV should still follow the screening recommendations for her age group.

Beginning at age 50, both men and women should be screened for colorectal cancer, they should
receive a flexible sigmoidoscopy every 5 years, or a colonoscopy every 10 years, or a double-contrast

barium enema every 5 years, or a CT colonography (virtual colonoscopy) every 5 years.

Starting at age 50, a yearly prostate screening should be offered to all men. For African American
men, or men with an affected first-degree family member?, yearly screening is recommended
beginning at age 45. For men who have multiple first-degree relatives affected with prostate cancer

at an early age, a baseline screen is advocated at age 40.

Uninsured or underinsured Westchester County residents, who meet eligibility criteria, can receive
free clinical breast exams, pap tests, mammograms, and colorectal screening tests through the “Cancer

Services Program of the Hudson Valley™.

Cancer Mortality by Sex

Between 2005 and 2009, over 1,700 people died of cancer in Westchester County each year. The
average annual mortality rate of all invasive malignant cancers in Westchester County was 182.4 per
100,000 among males and 141.7 per 100,000 among females. The mortality rate for all cancers
combined was significantly higher for men than for women. Similarly, mortality rates were higher
among men than among women for every cancer site; with the exception of Hodgkin lymphoma,
which was slightly higher for women than for men (0.5 per 100,000 vs. 0.4 per 100,000). (Figure 33)

Lung cancer had the highest mortality rate among men and women (45.2 per 100,000 and 32.1 per
100,000, respectively). During 2005-2009, lung cancer accounted for 24.8% of all cancer deaths
among men. Prostate cancer had the second highest mortality rate among men; it alone claimed

11.7% of the lives lost to cancer.

Breast cancer had the second highest mortality rate among women, accounting for 16.1% of the lives

lost due to cancer, followed by colorectal cancer (10.4%) and pancreatic cancer (7.0%).

Males

The mortality rate due to all malignant cancers was 180.3 per 100,000 among white men and
210.7 per 100,000 among black men. Overall, white male residents of Westchester County

experienced lower rates of mortality due to most cancers than black male residents. (Figure 34)

The top five cancers causing mortality in white men were lung and bronchus cancer, prostate
cancer, colorectal cancer, pancreatic cancer and leukemias. Among black males, the five cancers
causing the greatest mortality were lung and bronchus cancer, prostate cancer, colorectal cancer,
pancreatic cancer, and liver cancer. Black men had significantly higher rates of mortality due to
prostate cancer (34.6 vs. 21.2 per 100,000), colorectal cancer (26.4 vs. 15.6 per 100,000), and liver
cancer (12.4 vs. 6.4 per 100,000).

The average annual cancer mortality rate among Hispanic men in Westchester County was
significantly lower than non-Hispanic men (138.2 per 100,000 vs. 185.7 per 100,000). Hispanic
males also had significantly lower mortality due to cancer of the lung and bronchus compared to
non-Hispanic males (31.0 vs. 46.5 per 100,000). (Figure 34)

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Lung, prostate and colorectal cancer were the three leading causes of death among males. These three
cancers accounted for 45.5% of all cancer deaths among white men and one-half (51.2%) of all cancer
deaths among black men. The average age at death due to prostate, colorectal and lung and bronchus
cancers were 80, 73 and 72 years of age. Although most men who died of these three cancers were
older than 70 years, almost 20% of the deaths from colorectal cancer were younger than 60 years of

age, and 16% of the deaths due to lung and bronchus cancer were younger than 60. (Figure 35)

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Females

In Westchester County, the average mortality rate due to all malignant cancers among white women
was 139.7 per 100,000, and 166.4 per 100,000 among black women. Black women had significantly
higher rates of mortality from all combined malignant cancers, uterine cancer (10.0 vs. 5.4 per
100,000), and stomach cancer (7.5 vs. 3.0 per 100,000). (Figure 36)

Cancers of the lung and bronchus, breast, colon, ovaries, uterus, and Leukemias were the leading
causes of cancer deaths among white women living in Westchester County. Among black women,
the five cancers causing the greatest mortality were lung and bronchus, breast, colon, uterine, and

pancreatic.

The average annual total cancer mortality rate among Hispanic women in Westchester County was
significantly lower than non-Hispanic women (104.9 per 100,000 vs. 144.5 per 100,000). Hispanic
women also had a significantly lower mortality rate due to lung and bronchus cancer than non-
Hispanic women (12.1 vs. 33.8 per 100,000). (Figure 36)

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The average age of death due to breast, colorectal and lung and bronchus cancers was 69, 76 and 73
years of age. However, about 15% of women who died of lung and bronchus cancer were younger
than 60 years of age. Among those who died of colorectal cancer, about 15% were younger than 60.

Moreover, among those who died of breast cancer, about 30% were younger than 60. (Figure 37)

Males

The mortality rate due to malignant cancers of all types among men in Westchester County (182.4
per 100,000) was significantly lower than that of men in New York State, both including and
excluding New York City (199.8 and 211.6 per 100,000, respectively). This also held true for whites;
white men in Westchester County had significantly lower rates of mortality from all malignant
cancer types than white men in New York State, both including and excluding New York City (180.3
vs. 201.1 and 211.3 per 100,000, respectively). However, the mortality rate due to all malignant
cancers among black men in Westchester County was significantly lower than that of black men in

New York State only when New York City was excluded (210.7 vs. 242.6 per 100,000). (Figure 38)

Among men living in Westchester County and New York State; lung and bronchus, prostate and

colorectal cancers were the three top causes of death due to cancer.

Mortality rates due to lung and colorectal cancers were significantly lower for men living in
Westchester County compared to those living in New York State, both including and excluding the
City of New York. Again, this was true for white men living in Westchester County; white men had
significantly lower rates of mortality due to lung and colorectal cancer compared to white men living

in New York State, including and excluding New York City.

Among black men living in Westchester County, mortality rates due to lung and bronchus cancer
were significantly lower than that of black men living in New York State excluding New York City
only. There were no other significant differences in mortality rates between black men living in

Westchester County and those living in New York State.

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Females

The mortality rate due to malignant cancers for women in Westchester County was significantly
lower than that of women in New York State only when cases in New York City were excluded
(141.7 vs. 154.2 per 100,000). However, the mortality rate from lung and bronchus cancer was
significantly lower among women living in Westchester County (32.1 per 100,000) compared to
women living in New York State, both including and excluding New York City (35.6 and 42.2 per
100,000, respectively). (Figure 40)

The mortality rate from all malignant cancers among white women in Westchester County was
significantly lower than that of white women living in New York State, both including and excluding
the City of New York. However, among black women, those living in Westchester County had a
lower rate of mortality due to all malignant cancers than black women living in New York State, only

when the City of New York was excluded.

Among women living in Westchester County, the mortality rate due to lung and bronchus cancer
was significantly lower than that among women living in New York State only when excluding New
York City (32.1 vs. 42.2 per 100,000 women). For white women living in Westchester County,
mortality rates due to lung and bronchus cancer were significantly lower than among women living
in both New York State as a whole and New York State excluding New York City. Mortality rates
due to lung and bronchus cancer among black women showed no significant difference in regards to

place of residence.

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Trends in Average Annual Cancer Mortality Rates

Mortality rates for all cancers combined for men and women in Westchester County, New York
State, and New York State excluding New York City, have been decreasing since 1976-1979, the

earliest period for which mortality data are available. (Figure 42)

In the last three decades, the average annual mortality rate for all invasive malignant tumors among

males and females in Westchester County has decreased by 35.7% and 23.1%, respectively.

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Among Westchester County residents, mortality rates also decreased during the 1976-2009 period for
cancers of the oral cavity and pharynx, esophagus, stomach, pancreas, larynx, urinary bladder,

Hodgkin lymphoma and leukemia.

The only cancer that showed an increasing trend, for both men and women, in Westchester County
was cancer of liver and intrahepatic bile duct, which increased from 3.3 per 100,000 in 1976-1979 to
7.5 per 100,000 in 2005-2009 among men, and from 1.7 per 100,000 in 1976-1979 to 2.8 per 100,000
in 2005-2009 among women. (Figure 46)

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Early Stage Cancer Diagnoses

Cancers can be diagnosed at any stage during their development. But the earlier the diagnosis occurs,
the lower the chances the cancer has metastasize and the greater a patient’s chances of benefitting
from treatment and possibly entering remission. Tracking the percentage of cancers diagnosed at an

early stage is a useful method for assessing the impact of cancer screening.

Screening for certain cancers among targeted age-groups, or other high risk individuals, provides the
most reliable and accurate means of detecting cancers early and evidence suggests that these tests
decrease cancer mortality rates.* Examples of targeted screening tests include: mammography for
breast cancer, pap test for cervical cancer, the prostate-specific antigen test for prostate cancer, and

fecal occult blood test and/or colonoscopy for colorectal cancer.

Between 2005 and 2009, the percentages of Westchester County men and women diagnosed in the
early stages of their cancer development were similar to that in most other surrounding counties, as

well as New York State and New York State excluding New York City.

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Among Westchester County men, the cancers with the lowest percentage of early diagnosis were
lung cancer (21.9%) and oral cancer (26.6%) followed by colorectal cancer (45.4%). Melanoma of
the skin and prostate cancer were the cancers with the highest percentage of early diagnosis (87.8%
and 85.9%, respectively). (Table A)

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Among Westchester County women, the cancers with the lowest percentage of early diagnosis were
ovarian cancer (21.3%) and lung cancer (27.2%). Melanoma of the skin was the cancer with the

highest percentage of early diagnosis (91.4%). (Table B)

Although the percentage of women diagnosed with early stage oral cancer was much greater than
that of men (42.7% vs. 26.6%), the percentage of cases detected in their earliest stage was still low.
Less than half of female patients who developed oral cancer were diagnosed before the cancer had

spread to other organs.

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Incidence of Childhood Cancers

According to the National Cancer Institute, cancer is one of the leading causes of death among

children under the age of 15 years.

Among the 12 major types of childhood cancers, leukemias (blood cell cancers) and cancers of the
brain and central nervous system account for more than half of the newly diagnosed cases. About
one-third of childhood cancers are leukemias; of which the most common type is acute lymphoblastic

leukemia.

Between 2005 and 2009, there was an annual average of 46.8 cases of newly diagnosed cancers among
Westchester County children aged 19 or younger. During this time period, the average annual
incidence rate of childhood cancers for Westchester County’s children was not significantly different
than that of neighboring counties, the boroughs of New York City, or that of New York State,
including or excluding New York City. (Table C)

Al. Data Sources

Data for this report was extracted mainly from the New York State Department of Health Cancer
Registry, which processes and reports information on every resident diagnosed with cancer in New
York. The New York State Cancer Registry is one of the oldest cancer registries in the country and

has been collecting information on patients with cancer for more than 50 years.

As required by Public Health Law 2401, the Cancer Registry receives reports from the hospitals
where a person is diagnosed with a new tumor and/or treated for a tumor. Data on the anatomic site
of the tumor, the stage at diagnosis, the cell type of the cancer and some treatment information are
reported, along with information on the patient’s demographic and socioeconomic characteristics,
such as age, sex, race, ethnicity, residence, place of birth. Patients diagnosed with multiple types of
cancer are reported for each separate tumor. Information on the date and cause of death of persons

diagnosed with cancer are also collected, generally from the death certificates.

The Cancer Registry includes reports of all malignant cancers, except certain skin cancers, such as the
basal cell and squamous cell cancers of the skin because they are rarely fatal and usually do not
require hospitalization. The Cancer Registry also collects data on brain and nervous system tumors

classified as benign or with uncertain behavior.

Classification and diagnosis codes for cancers have changed over the years. In 2001, the behavior
classification of some neoplasia changed with the introduction of the 3rd Edition of the International
Classification of Diseases for Oncology (ICD-O-3). Thus, some cancers coded as malignant prior to
2001 (based on ICD-O-2) might be classified as borderline malignancy according to the ICD-O-3 and
were not included in these statistics. Conversely, some conditions with borderline malignant
behavior based on ICD-O-2 might be coded as malignant according to ICD-O-3 and reported. Asa

result, there are limitations to comparisons of cancer incidence over time due to these modifications.

The incidence and mortality rates reported by the New York State Department of Health Cancer
Registry are age-adjusted to the 2000 U.S. census standard population, with 95% confidence intervals.
Five years of data are combined because the number of cases and rates for single years can vary

considerably.

For regional planning purposes, municipalities are grouped into six geographic health planning regions.

A town may or may not include incorporated villages located within the town boundary. When it does not include any
incorporated villages within the town boundary, the statistics refer to the town as a whole (T). When it does include incorporated
villages within its boundary, the statistics refer to the unincorporated area within the town boundary (TOV). The entities of
Harrison, Mount Kisco, and Scarsdale are both towns and villages (V/T). The land in two towns, Pelham and Rye, has all been
incorporated into separated villages. Therefore, no data are reported for these two towns.

The Village of Briarcliff Manor and the Village of Mamaroneck are split between two towns. Briarcliff Manor is within the Town
of Ossining (92% of its surface area and 91% of its population) and the Town of Mount Pleasant (8% of its surface area and 9% of
its population). The Village of Mamaroneck is within the Town of Mamaroneck (63% of its surface area and 60% of its population)
and the Town of Rye (37% of its surface area and 40% of its population).
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
